The Lord Joffe Bill: On May 12th a Bill to legalise assisted suicide for the terminally ill will be debated in the House of Lords. This Bill marks the next step in a concerted and highly organised campaign to legalise euthanasia and assisted suicide in England and Wales. To mobilise the most effective opposition to this campaign a new alliance has been formed-the Care not Killing Alliance-which brings together medical groups, disability right groups, along with faith communities and others opposed to any change in the law. The purpose of this Alliance is to promote more and better palliative care, and to oppose moves to introduce euthanasia and assisted suicide. The Bishops of England and Wales are asking us to write to Members of the House of Lords (Peers) in our own words stating our opposition to any changes in the law and supporting an urgent expansion in palliative care services.
