Dear Parishioners, 

This week on Tuesday we celebrate the Solemnity of the Assumption. This is a Holy Day of Obligation. The times of Masses are as follows: 10.00am.12.30pm.and 7.00pm.The Dominion Car Park will be open, for those attending evening Mass. May Our Lady’s Day bring many Blessings to our families and particularly bring abundant peace to the peoples of the Middle East and Iraq.

One Monday we commemorate St.Maximilian Kolbe who died in Auschwitz in 1941. A Polish Franciscan priest who during the war turned his Friary into a refuge camp. He was arrested but continued his priestly work in Auschwitz. He took the place of a condemned man and was finally given a lethal injection after being starved for two weeks.

Wednesday 16th is the memorial of St.Stephen of Hungary. He was the first Christian king of Hungary, renowned for his care of the poor and oppressed.

Saturday 19th is the memorial of St.John Eudes.John died in 1680.Born of a farming family at the age of 22 he joined the Oratorians. He later founded the Congregation of Jesus and Mary (Eudists) with the calling to teach in seminaries. He founded refuges for prostitutes, was a great preacher and spread devotion to the Sacred Heart.
