Canon Laurence Kelly ( 1924-2005)

It is with much sadness that we announce the death of Canon Kelly on Wednesday evening. We might reflect at this time on his life and his vocation as a priest. Laurence John Kelly was one of twin boys born on the 29th of October 1924 in Nechells, Birmingham. His family of two brothers and a sister moved to Sparkhill where his family home remained until the death of his parents. He was sent to the junior seminary of Cotton College in Staffordshire and then went on to study for the priesthood at Oscott College, Sutton Coldfield. He was ordained to the Sacred Priesthood on the 10th of July 1949. In his life as a priest he served in the following parishes: Saint Peter, Leamington Spa, Our Lady, Bearwood, Our Lady of the Angels Nuneaton, Saint Anthony Wolverhampton, and Saint Augustine, Solihull. He was made a Canon in 1992.
