We must capture that urgency today in the small flame of our candle. We light the candle because 
we know that the coming of Christ is tied to our building of the kingdom. Lighting the flame, feeding 
the hungry, comforting the sick, reconciling the divided, praying for the repentant, greeting the 
lonely and forgotten – doing all these works hastens His coming.
