Confession is available by appointment. The Archbishop has emphasised that the measures 
outlined are a necessary and proportional temporary response to protecting the most 
vulnerable in our society. 
If you are elderly or in any way vulnerable, please let us know what help we might provide for 
you at this difficult time.
